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Correcting unlawful governance by use of our Constitution and the Rule of Law

Public understanding the key written parts of our Constitution, The Coronation Oath, the Declaration and Bill of Rights 1688/9, is now more important than it ever was, as Politicians and Parliaments around the World, break the Rule of Law, to accrue power and divine right status for themselves, at the expense of liberty and the People they serve.

We must maintain the people’s liberty, for if it is not defended it will be lost.  Ancient Law prescribed that the Monarch acted on behalf of the people to ensure freedom, justice, leisure and Instruction.  This tradition survived successfully for thousands of years, before religion was invented and became a detrimental or conflicting power base.
Our Constitution and the Rule of Law evolved to ensure basic principles to secure that liberty.  This brilliant triumvirate arrangement is prescribed by our Constitution.  It provides for separation and balance of power to ensure the liberty of the subject.

Public servants hold their positions to serve the people and not to serve themselves or political parties.  It was never intended under our laws that political prejudice should become institutionalized. 

This presentation will inform you of the fundamental and historical limitations of power, of the constitutional means for enforcement and redress and contrast it to a current perspective of the Sovereignty of Parliament.
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
